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Application for a permit to survey, record or sample wildlife on Gloucestershire Wildlife Trust nature reserves 
Gloucestershire Wildlife Trust (GWT) welcomes naturalists, ecologists, geologists and archaeologists who wish to undertake studies or surveys on GWT reserves. Such activities will normally be permitted, but permission must be secured from GWT prior to commencement. This is necessary to ensure compliance with GWT’s legal obligations, avoid conflict with other site activities, safeguard wildlife from significant detrimental impacts and agree how data will be shared with GWT. 
This form should be completed and returned along with a map of your intended survey route/area to info@gloucestershirewildlifetrust.co.uk. Applications must be received a minimum of four weeks prior to commencing. 

It is not necessary to apply, if your activity is on Forestry England land managed by GWT and you have an existing Forestry England permit. If you do not hold a Forestry England permit and wish to undertake activities on Forestry England Land managed by GWT, applications must be received a minimum of eight weeks prior to commencing. 
Please note that on most sites it is not permitted for surveyors to be accompanied by dogs due to the risk of disturbing wildlife. It will be specified in your permit if dogs are not permitted.

4. Provision of data to GWT

It is a requirement of this permit that all data collected on GWT’s nature reserves must be provided to GWT free-of-charge in a suitable electronic format. A record of methods and survey data must be returned to info@gloucestershirewildlifetrust.co.uk and marked FAO: Director for Nature’s Recovery and Ecological Evidence Manager by December 31st of the calendar year during which it was collected. Failure to return data within this timeframe could lead to your permission being reviewed and possibly revoked.
In the case of wildlife records, submitting data to the Gloucestershire Centre for Environmental Records is an acceptable method of providing GWT with access. Submission to local or national recording schemes where the raw data is not directly provided to GCER is not an acceptable method. 
GWT reserves the right to request copies of any media collected on site if required.
